Mr. Speaker, thousands of Canadian jobs 
are at risk because of U.S. protectionism.  
Yesterday the industry minister was 
absolutely wrong when he said that the 
government only needs to make sure the 
Americans live up to their trade 
obligations. What the minister did not 
know was that NAFTA and WTO trade 
rules do not protect Canada against U.S. 
state and local government 
protectionism. 
Why does the Conservative government 
not understand its own free trade 
agreements, and when will it start fighting 
for and protecting Canadian jobs? 
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Ignatieff speaks to the Canadian 
Federation of Agricultureé.. 
 

In his speech, Liberal Leader Michael 
Ignatieff said there are three key 
questions we must address:  
 
First, what are the tools that need to be 
put in place to enable Canadaôs farmers 
to be successful and profitable in the 
21st century economy? Input costs are 
rising, and we need to work together to 
face the challenge of building high-value 
markets.  
 
Second, how can we create incentives 
that recognize the important role farmers 
play in making our agricultural sector 

more sustainable? Canadian farmers 
have made sacrifices to reduce 
greenhouse gas emissions, and to 
preserve natural wildlife habitats across 
the country. We need to ensure that 
those sacrifices are rewarded.  
 
And third, how do we encourage young 
farmers to become the next generation of 
agricultural leaders?  
 
Family farms that are generations-old are 
at risk across Canada. We need to 
address the issue of transferring family 
farms from one generation to the next if 
weôre going to sustain our rural 
communities.

Brison asks NS government 
to stop plans to cut the  
Maritime Fall Fair  
 
Scott recently wrote Premier Rodney 
MacDonald asking him to halt plans to 
cut the Maritime Fall Fair in half. 
 
He said: 
 
ñThe Maritime Fall Fair is the regionôs 
premier agricultural fair and serves a 
valuable role as a generator of 
economic activity, including as a draw 
for tourists, and performing an 
educational role for citizens about the 
contribution farming makes to our 
society. 
 
The competitive component of the fair 
is essential to instill pride among 
producers and to ensure ongoing 
development of the agricultural 
sector. In 1996, 14 percent of the food 
consumed in Nova Scotia was 
produced here but that figure had 
dropped to just eight percent by 2007. 
Encouraging our urban citizens in 
particular to see the full breadth of our 
Nova Scotia agricultural industry is a 
useful tool to raise awareness about 
the source of their food and to 
ultimately strengthen our local 
producers.  
 
The government must show strong 
support for this important agricultural 
showcase.ò 
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
